4. Aboutthe “4 suns”, the sun images appear widely in Church buildings; these images may take
on various forms. Above the “high Altar” in St. Peter’s is a huge golden sun-burst image. In
other parts of St. Peter’s, there are sun images at the top of pillars.

The luminous glow in the dark plastic Rosary we provide has a Scapular medal as a centerpiece with
the Sacred Heart of Jesus on the front and Our Lady of Mount Carmel on the back. This Rosary isin no
way a ‘New Age’ Rosary, or something other than what it depicts and represents.
